Idea 1:  Entry into Jerusalem

Idea 4:  Events of Easter

What 
questions are you left thinking about? 

Idea 5:  Easter day

range of collage/ materials of your 
choice.

Consider what needs to be in your 
garden: 
Tomb 
Strips of cloth 
Flowers 
The risen Christ 
Women who anointed the body
